There are a wide variety of things to do in Sal, such as numerous water sports (e.g. surfing, 

kitesurfing, diving, sailing, snorkelling, bodyboarding), also activities such as hiking, and cycling 

or more relaxing activities such as yoga, birdwatching or spending time at the beautiful beaches 

here. Should you decide to join our team and relocate to this charming little island, we will offer 

you our full support by allocating you a point of contact who will be available to answer any 

questions you might have throughout your relocation.

Work contract

In addition to the regular daytime work, from July to 

September we also offer evening turtle walks, providing an opportunity to earn extra payment. 

Please be aware that you will be expected to apply for a work visa within your first 30 days of 

working in Sal. Should you be a successful candidate, after interview we will inform you of any 

necessary documentation you may need to bring with you and direct you to the necessary 

government departments in Sal.
